Foresthauling.org Launches as the One -Stop 

Trucking Website for Loggers  

Forest product haulers now have a one-stop website for both 

federal and state information. The site is www.foresthauling.org 

and is formatted as an easy to use dashboard that is easy to 

navigate.  Links are to established sites for current information on 

regulatory compliance, safety record access, truck registrations, 

latest rulemaking, Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration 

(FMCSA) answers, state transportation laws, posted roads and 

bridges, special hauling permits, and much, much more. A key 

feature is the ability to work at the Federal information dashboard 

and then navigate to individual states. Haulers will be able to 

download information on their own state as well as states they 

cross into.  An example would be accessing the special hauling 

permit requirements of an adjacent state. Other features are 

access to a trucking cost calculator under a ñCost of Doing 

Businessò section and also a ñFuel Centralò button that gives you 

up to date fuel pricing for your region. Safety resource material is 

also provided along with a popular link back to 

www.loggingsafety.com that holds a multitude of trucking safety 

materials for logging businesses.  

The individual state sites are organized in the following subjects or 

linked websites: state enforcement agencies, state transportation 

regulations, state trucking handbooks, special hauling permits, 

state truck registrations, general highway maps, primary truck 

routes, restricted roads, posted bridges, and escort certifications.  

Each state site also contains contact buttons for logging 

associations, forestry associations and trucking associations for 

additional resources as needed. 

This site is expanding and if additional areas of information are 

needed you can reach the webmaster@foresthauling.org for 

requests.  You can also request to be added to a special email 

distribution list of timely transportation issues impacting forest 

product haulers. The website was developed by the NC 

Association of Professional Loggers (NCAPL) through funding from 

the Timber Harvesting and Transportation Safety Foundation 

(THATôS).  The NCAPL is the current custodian of the site and will 

be maintaining and improving www.foresthauling.org in the future.  
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Enviva LP (ñEnvivaò), a leading 

manufacturer of processed 

biomass fuel in the United States 

and Europe, today announced 

plans to build a wood-pellet 

manufacturing facility in Ahoskie, 

North Carolina. The project will 

bring 53 jobs to the area and 

make Enviva the dominant biomass supplier in the mid-Atlantic region.  

The new plant, to be built at the site of the former Georgia Pacific lumber 

facility site in Hertford County, will produce 330,000 tons of wood pellets 

annually from more than 600,000 tons of raw wood supplies. Committed to 

using the best practices in sustainable harvesting, Enviva will source locally 

all raw materials used in producing the high-quality pellets.  

The regionôs abundant resources, proximity to ports, and wealth of skilled 

labor have made it a focus of Envivaôs plans for future growth. Based on 

increasing demand from its domestic and European customer base, Enviva 

is contemplating the development of at least two additional manufacturing 

plants in the area, with site selection expected to be completed within 18 to 

24 months.  

ñEnviva has developed strong relationships with timber owners and other 

fiber suppliers who are committed to the sustainable management of their 

resources,ò said Enviva Chairman and CEO John Keppler. ñThose 

relationships are critical to the success of this exciting new expansion.ò  

The support of state and local governments was also a key factor, Keppler 

noted. ñNorth Carolina has become a leader in encouraging the 

development of renewable energy alternatives, and Enviva is thrilled to be a 

partner in that initiative,ò Keppler said. The new plant received grant support 

from the stateôs One North Carolina Fund, which has invested in projects 

creating more than 45,000 jobs since 2001.  

ñNorth Carolina has tremendous biomass resources and this project is a 

great opportunity for us to use those assets to create high-quality jobs,ò 

North Carolina Governor Bev Perdue said in announcing the project. ñWe 

are happy to be working with Enviva to make this happen.ò  

Enviva LP also announced it has acquired a Chesapeake, Va. port terminal 

to satisfy growing overseas demand for renewable biomass. Previously 

owned by the Giant Cement Company (ñGiantò), Envivaôs investment in the 

terminal will create the capacity to receive, store, and load in excess of three 

million tons of sustainably generated woody biomass for export each year.  

Worldwide demand for biomass has surged in recent years, particularly in 

Europe, among utilities attracted to fossil fuel alternatives that reduce 

carbon dioxide emissions. The Chesapeake port terminal will enhance 

Envivaôs ability to meet this demand. One of the few on the Eastern 

Seaboard suitable for the export of wood pellets, the terminal will serve as 

the shipment point for biomass manufactured at Envivaôs just-announced 

wood pellet plant in nearby Ahoskie, N.C., as well as for several additional 

production sites under development by Enviva in the resource-rich Mid-

Atlantic region. Enviva will continue to ship wood pellets manufactured in 

the Gulf region, including its Mississippi plants, from Mobile, Ala.  

ñThe Chesapeake region has for a long time been a key nexus of 

international trade in the United States,ò said Enviva CEO John Keppler. 

ñWe are particularly excited to be one of the first green economy 

manufacturers to rebalance the flow of trade in favor of exports from this 

port in Virginia.ò  

The purchase of the terminal is a reflection of the companyôs commitment 

to ensuring the safety, reliability, sustainability, and quality of its product. 

ñWe can now closely monitor our product from forest to plant to port, 

maintaining facilities that meet our high standards for product excellence 

and safety,ò said Keppler. ñPlus the terminalôs strategic location will 

decrease transportation time and costs through our entire supply chain, 

greatly benefitting our customers and improving the environmental 

footprint of our logistics.ò  

Envivaôs plans for investment in and expansion of the terminal will require 

40 to 60 skilled tradesmen and contractors during the initial phase of 

construction, and the terminalôs permanent staff of 12 is expected to 

double by the third year of operation under Enviva, which will use local 

maintenance contracts and other vendors whenever possible. The 

terminal upgrades are expected to be complete in November 2011 to 

coincide with pellet production at Envivaôs Ahoskie, N.C. facility.
